PRE-FESTIVAL
. Administrative and office assistance: conference telemarketing, mail outs, responding to
phone calls, media assistance, collating information
. Site and venue setup: Must be fit and reliable
. Runners: Distribution of information and posters, must have own transport

FESTIVAL EVENTS

. Meeters and greeters: Strong communication and cross-cultural skills. Confident to assist
interstate and international performers and visitors. Should have access to knowledge
about locations of banks, restaurants, bus routes, taxis, etc. car (optional), serving food
and drinks at events, surveying audience members

. Box office: First impressions are important here. Selling tickets - people and money skills
required.

. Production setup: Assisting in set up and dismantling of production equipment

. Maintenance: Keeping venues neat and tidy

. Artists assistants: to work with artists and participants in workshops

. Gallery sitting: Welcoming people to the gallery and providing security and visitor

information

. Market researchers: Interviewing audience members regarding response to shows and
exhibitions

POST FESTIVAL

. Clean up: Removing, stacking, cleaning, and transferring equipment
